Dee, Clwyd, Elwy, Conwy, Seiont, Llyfni,
Dwyfor, Glaslyn, Dyfi, Dysynni, Wnion
and Mawddach.

A recorded voice message will tell you
the river levels at key gauging stations.

Rivercall is available 24hrs a day,
7 days a week. Messages are usually
updated every 12 hours. The message
also states whether the river level is
falling or rising. The service has easy to
follow menus, which allow you to
access the rivers you're interested in
quickly. You can use the following
buttons on your telephone keypad to
easily navigate your way through the call:
® Press the * (star) key to return to the
main menu
® The '4' key to rewind 5 seconds
® The '5' key to Pause/continue
